Listed below are the outlined notes as presented to the community in all the four (04) of the six (06) wards.
The Constituency Development Fund (CDF) has three (3) components namely: 
a) Community Based Projects, 
b) Youth, Women and Community Empowerment, and 
c) Secondary Boarding School and Skills Development Bursaries.


SECONDARY BOARDING SCHOOL AND SKILLS DEVELOPMENT BURASARIES
The objectives of the bursaries are:
a) To enhance human development and drive the entrepreneurship agenda at the local level. 
b) To provide for vulnerable learners to access Secondary Boarding Schools and Skills Training Institutions offering Technical Education, Vocational and Entrepreneurship Programs. 
YOUTH, WOMEN AND COMMUNITY EMPOWERMENT
a) Promotes apprenticeship, mentorship and business development services to support enterprise development and creation of market linkages.
b) Equip beneficiaries with money in form of grants given to organised groups, clubs and cooperatives that have a minimum of ten members.
c) Equip cooperatives and individuals to establish small and medium scale business with empowerment loans.
COMMUNITY BASED PROJECTS
a) Community Projects shall address challenges of inadequate infrastructure, such as: Water and Sanitation Points, Schools, Health Facilities, Police Posts, Feeder Roads, Market Shelters, Crossing Points, Canals and Dip Tanks etc. 
b) Project application forms shall be obtained from the local authority, parliamentary constituency and the Ward Development Committee (WDC) office.

	Should have an acceptance from a GRZ /Missionary boarding School.

	2
	Recommendation letter from a clergy or civic leader or Head of previous school.

	3
	Attach NRCs and contact information of Parents/Guardians.

	4
	Should be a resident of the particular constituency for more than 6 months.



NB: Attach any of the following documents:-
· Death certificates/ burial permit of parents/guardians. 
· or letter from traditional leadership confirming the death of parents/ guardians 
· or disability card or letter from the hospital.

LOANS:

· Criteria and requirements for one to access loans;

	1
	Must have a registered company with PACRA/ Registrar of Societies.

	2
	Must have a viable business proposal (to be approved by the bank).

	3
	Proof of Bank account suggested by the constituency.

	4
	The proposals should provide employment opportunities.

	The proposed project must be undertaken within the particular constituency.

	6
	Should be a resident of the particular constituency for more than 6 months.



GRANTS:

· Criteria and requirements for one to access grants;

	Must have a registered club/organised group/cooperative registered with PACRA/ Registrar of Societies/Local Authority.

	2
	Must have a viable business proposal.

	3
	Should have minutes to prove that they sit as a club/cooperative time and again.

	4
	Should be a resident of the particular constituency for more than 6 months.

	5
	The proposed project must be undertaken within the particular constituency.

	6
	Proof of Bank account suggested by the constituency.

	7
	Must have a minimum of 10 members with valid Green NRCs.



COMMUNITY PROJECTS:

· Criteria and requirements for one to access community projects;

	REQUIREMENTS

	1
	The WDCs shall prepare meetings with the zonal leaders (the projects shall be in line with the Ward Development plan, Integrated Development Plan (IDP), any other Local Development Framework. In the absence of such plans, community needs shall inform the criteria for identification of projects.  

	2
	Any potential Bidders can visit the procurement office at the civic centre to be oriented on the use of the mandatory eGP (electronic government procurement) platform.

	3
	The proposed community project must be undertaken within the particular constituency.






CONCLUSION 
The community engagement meetings were fruitful and with the increase in the scope of the Constituency Development Fund (CDF), both financially and in terms of the volume of activities to be covered, it calls for increased capacity and/or awareness on the part of the Constituency Development Fund Committee and all involved stakeholders in the administration of CDF. There is also need to establish the WDC offices in all the wards as this will enhance community engagement and easy accessibility of information from application to submission of all CDF components.
